on top of the rock, it will take approx. 01hr time to reach to the top– recommend 
time to leave hotel at 04.30am - (Approx. 30mins drive from hotel Pidurangala)  

 
After the visit of Pidurangala return back to hotel for breakfast. Spend your morning 
time leisure at the hotel. 
In the alternons proceed to Enderagala temple, (Approx. 15mins drive from hotel to 
Enderagala )  attend a Dhane (Meals) Offering for Buddhist monks at a local temple 
followed by Simple Meditation session .  
Enderagala Wana Senasuna is a Buddhist temple in a calm and quiet location 
in Dambulla in the Matale District of  Sri Lanka. According to the inscription found in 
the caves, the history of this temple dates back to the 2nd – 1st century B.C. 
 
After the temple visit proceed to Minneriya National park to expérience an elephant 
safari. ( It will be either Minneriya / Kaudulla or Eco Park, this park will be decided on 
the elephant movements of the visiting day. )  
Minneriya National Park for a half day elephant safari  
 
Minneriya National park is one of the best places in the country to see wild elephants, 
which are often present in huge numbers, and wading birds. Dominated by the 
ancient Minneriya Tank, the park has plenty of scrub, forest and wetlands in its 88.9 
sq km to also provide shelter for toque macaques, sambar deer, buffalo, crocodiles 
and leopards. The dry season, from May to September, is reckoned to be the best 
time to Elephants, which can number 200 or more, come to feed and bathe during 
what is known as ‘the Gathering’. However, it's also possible to see large numbers of 
elephants here at other times of year too.

                              Rock. 

(Approx 20mins ’ drive from hotel  to Sigiriya rock ) 
 

In the center of the cultural triangle lies the Sigiriya rock fortress; another remarkable 
feat of engineering and a fascinating example of artistic craftsmanship. Hewn out of 
the living rock, the Sigiriya fortress was the stronghold of King Kashyapa, a 
formidable royal palace and city. Sigiriya, or the ‘Lion Rock” is most famous for its 
frescoes; a series of “heavenly maidens” painted on the rock surface itself. From 
halfway up the rock you can witness the elaborately landscaped water gardens 
containing the royal baths and fountains; some of which still work today during the 
rainy seasons. Sigiriya is a still standing monument to Kashyapa, and the vision of a 
truly egotistical monarch. 
 
(Approx. 3 hours’ to visit Sigiriya Lion’s Rock)  
 

 Duration – 2-3 hours depending on pace of climbing  

 Difficulty – moderate to hard  

 Attire- It can get hot, so bring sunglasses, a hat and sunscreen. 
Points to note-   To beat the heat and crowds, climb the rock in the morning (around 
7am) 
 Expect heavy crowds of locals on weekends, public holidays and school vacation  

 
                              Afterwards proceed to Polonnaruwa visit the mediaval capital by bicycles.  
                               ( 01hr 30mins drive from Ritiagala to Polonnaruwa ) 

 
Polonnaruwa was established as the capital city after the fall of Anuradhapura and is 
known as the mediaeval capital of Sri Lanka. Pollonaruwa contains the ruins of some 
of the masterpieces of Buddhist sculpture and remarkable feats of engineering that 
were well ahead of their time. Most outstanding amongst these is the Gal Vihara 
temple with its famous rock carvings of the Buddha and Parakrama Samudra, a vast 
man made reservoir covering an area of over 23 kilometers.

 A Negative PCR report issued by an accredited laboratory within 72 hours prior to the 

landing is needed.

 Our Tour Coordinator will let you know what accommodation options are available, we will 
find alternatives in the case of non-eligibility 

 Our Procurement team will make sure that restaurants is approved & marked as "Safe & 
Secure" by the SLTDA as well as adhering to our standards.  

 Restaurants not marked as "Safe & Secure" by authorities will not be utilised. We 
recommend having meals at hotels when possible.  

 Our Tour Coordinator will advise on the other options
